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Who is Our Neighbor? 
 

 

The real question for me is ñWhat does love require of us. And who is my neighbor?ò  

 

 I think those are two really important questions because if our neighbor is just the people that live next to us in the 

suburbs, then I think that defines the question differently than if our neighbor is the kid growing up in Plainfield or Elizabeth 

that does not have food to eat, proper education, or clothes to wear. So I think that one of our challenges is that we will 

never really make any progress in knowing our neighbor unless we get to know them personally. Fundamentally, it is a 

relational disconnect of what it means to love our neighbor as ourselves. Thatôs why I began by saying that at the heart of this 

is an ethic of love. To love our neighbor as ourselves redefines our possessions. And what that means of us ï I think thatôs the 

beautiful ramifications, right é like, can you love your enemy and simultaneously prepare to kill them? To ñlove our 

neighborò in the early Church meant that you donôt have a right to have more than you need while someone else has less. And 

across the board, they said things like ñIf you have two coats, youôve stolen one.ò 

CS Lewis said that loving God and loving our neighbor are like two blades of scissors. They donôt work very well 

without each other. So that radical ethic has ramifications, but itôs rooted in a love for Jesus and a love for our neighbor that 

redefines how we think of us and how we think of what is enough. 

Martin Luther King Jr. said: ñWeôre called to be the Good Samaritan and lift our neighbor out of the ditch.ò 

But after you lift so many people out of the ditch, you start to say, ñMaybe the whole road to Jericho needs to be 

transformed.ò We cannot just swat at the mosquitoes, we have to do something about the swamp that is producing them. As 

long as we uncritically care for victims, the systems will continue to produce victims. Thatôs why charity has to lead to 

justice, otherwise we just end up accommodating injustice with our philanthropy and volunteerism. In fact, sometimes charity 

is a way we quell our guilt but do little to change our lifestyle, much less challenge systemic injustice or take on the 

principalities and powers. CS Lewis said that loving God and loving our neighbor are like two blades of scissors. They donôt 

work very well without each other. 

As we mature, we get to ask new questions, deeper fundamental questions about poverty and violence ð and not just 

respond to the symptoms. Few can just give people food, But what if we started asking why people are hungry? You know the 

old give someone a fish and they eat for a day, teach them to fish they eat for their life ð and then there is more. You start 

saying, ñWho owns the pond?ò ñWho polluted the pond?ò ñWhy does a fishing license cost so stinking much?ò 

The great thing about being apart the Interfaith Community is that we can feel like we are part of something bigger 

and more holistic than ourselves. We are more together than any of us is on our own. Some people will love feeding people. 

Others will love tearing down the gates around the pond. Regardless, we celebrate that each is critically important and 

incomplete without the other. 

One of the things we have really wrestled with this year is the gun violence. So we should try to teach kids conflict 

resolution and nonviolence as we see it exemplified in Jesus and the cross. And eventually, you will also start to ask, ñWhere 

are they getting the guns?ò  

Itôs all about having imagination and creativity as we interact with the patterns of injustice and oppression. Faith is 

alive and well and it is emerging in this post-religious right America. And it is arising from a generation that is convinced that 

we cannot settle for a faith that uses our belief as a ticket into heaven and an excuse to ignore the hells around us. And it 

comes from a growing movement of believers that not only care about people, but are genuinely and intimately in love with 

God.  People care about the fragile world we live in. They are reading their scriptures in one hand and the newspaper in the 

other and asking, óHow does my faith affect the way I live?ô And by this we know WHO are neighbors areéeveryone.

PASTOR NICOLAS J JOSE 

 

I am thankful to the Lord for the privilege of making use of this space to expose in the lines below, a 

Deuteronomic ministry, which for decades has been vividly engaged me in proclaiming the gospel of Jesus-

Christ in the US and in Haiti. In fact, my academic concentrations in religion, education, community develop-

ment, organization, and the related experiences gained from each distinct field, have largely contributed in 

building my conviction that an integrated faith would be best fitted for present and future generations, to face 

the economic and professional challenges of the New World Order. In this respect, my wife and I have found 

New York and New Jersey to be convenient milieu for effective preaching and teaching, considering their mul-

tilingual and demographical constituency. I was born and schooled from elementary to graduate by the Sev-

enth Day Adventist church. However, I receive my educational trainings from: City University of New York 

(CUNY), Teachers College (Columbia University) and Andrews University.  These schools have somehow 

fashioned my professional orientation from local to cosmopolitan. Perceptibly, they have built up a steward of 

Godôs mystery. 

In Haiti for instance, I work as church minister, Chairman of Language Department and professor of 

religion and education for the SDA University. Also, I work as academic dean, member of the Board of trus-

tees and professor for the State University of Haiti. Moreover, as  community developer and organizer, I have 

been able to institute and lead the Federation of the Protestant Schools of Haiti from 1989 to 2005. In that ca-

pacity, I have been able to train thousand of ministers, principals, teachers as stakeholders of a group of 3467 

schools, renovate and build hundreds of schools all over the country, create protestant book stores and libraries 

in each department. In 1993, I have accepted a call to do the same work for the entire private sector of Educa-

tion of Haiti as executive Director. 

 In the United States, I work mostly for the States of New York and New Jersey:  I taught Mathematics, 

foreign languages and Special Education for the Board of Education of New York. But my ministry in the 

USA, began in New Jersey: In summer 1980, I was invited by Salem SDA Church, to preach a week of re-

vival. In 1983, right after my graduation from the graduate school of religion of Andrews University, I was 

invited by the same church to lead and preach an evangelistic crusade for one month, around Elizabeth. From 

1984 to 1986, I worked as minister for Bethlehem French SDA church, in 2007, I was called to lead Galilee 

church in Asbury Park. In 2008, My wife and I, accompanied by our three daughters: Aurely, Dorie Mae and 

Lorie Mae; we discovered that there was no English or French SDA church in Rahway, we endeavored to or-

ganize a bilingual SDA church, which is EPHESUS ADVENTIST WORSHIP CENTER. At EPHESUS, we 

emphasize: The sabbath or the 7th day of the week as the only day of rest, based on Genesis 2: 1-3, the great 

commission of Matthew 28: 18 - 20 and the fundamental beliefs of the SDA church. 

This year marks our tenth anniversary. Our membership is sometimes unstable, due to the economic 

and social hardship of some members and the unescapable movement of the young people to find appropriate 

colleges and nearby work places as they further their educational and professional plans. However, as a  

Deuteronomic steward of the mysteries of God, I feel and sense the constant manifestation of the Holy-Spirit 

and this has attested all along the type of ministry which I exercise in church development, education and com-

munity development. Through this ministry, God has greatly blessed my entire family and all stakeholders 

whom He set apart to share and enjoy such a privilege. Our short-term goal is to be able to purchase a building 

which will accommodate the church settings, a community service, a professional school and a space for the 

minister and his family to live peacefully. For this, we request prayers and supports.

If you knew me youõd really know my desire to be a 
good neighbor. So much so that when I moved in I antici-
pated some nervous neighbors. You see, my Islamic faith 
has caused fear in some and hatred in others.  
 
My two daughters were raised with many races and 
faiths, primarily within our own family. Thatõs why we 
were excited to move into a very mixed neighborhood. 
However, this didnõt prepare our block for a Muslim 
family, especially after 9/11.  
 

So shortly after moving in, my young 
daughters and I went  door to door with 
written invitations for a meet and 
greet at our home.  We were excited 
about meeting our new neighbors. It 

had become dark and we were half up the block. While walking up a driveway 
a neighbor drove in. Nervously, exiting her car she wanted to know who we 
were and what did we want. She not only seemed fearful of us but a bit an-
noyed. I explained to her we were new on the block and wanted to invite her 
family to our home for a meet and greet. Her face softened a little, but she still 
exhibited fear.  
 
Only 8 or 9 neighbors attended our meet and greet. Mostly the neighbors on 
either side of us and across the street who had observed us for a couple of 
weeks.  
 
So now 20 years later, we got to know most of the neighbors who were as we 
had asked for them to be our village. They watched and yes had some partici-
pation in our girls upbringing.  
 
Therefore to know this Muslim family was to truly know a very hardworking 
mother of 2 girls, one of which has special needs, and a father who  also 
worked 6 days a week. Our neighbors became friendly and we supported  each 
other. Invites to barbeques , birthday parties, assisting with shoveling snow 
and occasional watching homes while a neighbor was on vacation.  
 
When you build a relationship with a neighbor it is hard to hate or dislike 
them.

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Dear Neighbor,  
 
Did you know?!  
 
According to a recent survey conducted by AARP, over one third of older 
adults in America are experiencing pervasive loneliness. This equates to 
over 42.6 million older adults in the country being impacted by social isola-
tion, with its number increasing every year. Loneliness and social isolation 
arenõt just the newest buzz words making their way across the healthcare 
field, it is a serious issue that can have a detrimental impact on a personõs 
mental and physical health.   
 
Although research is still developing surrounding the intricacies on exactly 
how loneliness influences physical health; it is certain that itõs negative. So-
cial isolation is associated with increased mortality, and negative health 
behaviors such as substance use, lack of physical exercise, poor dietary 
choices and smoking. This results in higher instances of diabetes, high blood 
pressure, and some studies suggest an increased susceptibility to cognitive 
health disorders like dementia. With a growing number of adults reaching 
older adulthood, it is imperative now more than ever to understand this 
public health issue and learn how to combat it within our own  
community.  
 
Many of us are fortunate to live in communities where indicators of social 
isolation will be noticed. Oh youõre feeling sick? Let me stop by with some 
chicken soup é Did you see Jack at services today? Heõs usually here by 
now, Iõll check up on him é Yet many, many people in our own communi-
ties can be overlooked and ignored, or are simply not in a position to ask 
for the help that they need. Loneliness is not something concrete, itõs not as 
simple as a bill that has to be paid, or a medicine that should be taken. 
Loneliness and perceived loneliness are multilayered and can present itself 
for any number of reasons.   
 
Previously social adults may experience isolation for any number of rea-
sons. Their circle of friends begins to dwindle, they become widowed, it be-
comes increasingly difficult to leave the home as physical frailty worsens. 
For those who have experienced significant hardship or trauma in their 
lives loneliness can exacerbate latent symptoms of Post -Traumatic Stress 
Disorder thereby putting them at even further risk of developing social iso-
lation.

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Here are some tips that everyone can do to prevent social isolation in the older 
adults in their lives:  
Å Offer a ride to a doctorõs appointment. Knowing that they have someone to call  
to take them to a medical appointment will promote ease of anxiety, trust, and  
comfort knowing that they will be taken care of.  
Å Invite them to community events. Church art night? Bingo night at the senior  
center? If you know about things that are going on, give them a call and invite  
them, even if you know they wonõt go. The feeling of inclusion will work wonders.  
Å Ask to go for a walk around the block. This might be harder to do in winter  
time, but donõt underestimate the impact of fresh air and good company. Many  
older adults love to walk, but due to impaired mobility they may be scared of  

going out alone. Offer an arm.   

Å Donõt be afraid to ask questions. Chances are, if they are very socially iso-

lated, they donõt have a good support system. If you have a good relationship 

with this person, donõt be afraid to ask about who they call in case of an 

emergency or if they have family for them to rely on.   

Å Know your community resources. There are many wonderful agencies that  

provide service and support to older adults. At JFS of Central NJ and Lifelong  

Elizabeth, we receive phone calls every day from concerned neighbors, friends 

or relatives. In many cases, these connections have helped us provide emer-

gency financial assistance, help them apply for benefits, or receive friendly vis-

its.  

 

If you believe that you have a neighbor who is experiencing social isolation, 

please reach out!  

There are many resources and guides to help you experience life at its full ca-

pacity. Reach out to  

someone that you trust: a community agency, a friend, relative or a member 

of the clergy.

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Dear Neighbor,  
 

If you really knew me you'd know...  
 

That what didnõt break me, has actually shaped me. As per the roads towards this moment... The road 
hasnõt always been easy for me to navigate nor is it easy to navigate now, but itõs all good. 
 

You see I was never planned for or made preparations for. My biological father was what they call a 
rolling stone, and my mom was a naive born transplant out of the south barely out of her teen years. 
My mom came to the north with a desire to have what she wanted more  than what she planned for... 
a family to love and a family to love her back.  
 

Intentions on my momõs part as a whole were great, but planning and management were challenging 
to say the least. I believe that my biological father whom I know little about, was also gifted but prone 
to hasty decisions and indiscretions which produced more kids than I know about to this day.  
 

There were times earlier on in my life that shaped this a need for acceptance. The means of which to 
attain the desired effect were a spiraling attraction to òStreet life.ó Yearning for my momõs attention 
was far fleeting because her own shortcomings and now seething from an abusive male figure whom I 
always called dad. Just a footnote here... I love him dearly now.  
 

Now with my respect for authority (particularly males) shattered, a lack and sense of family values 
and structure, a lack of interest in succeeding in academics it sprung years of a seeming downward 
spiral further and further from a life of any young man. It would ultimately fuel a life long struggle 
with a subculture of drugs and criminality for the next 38 years of my life.  
 

Thereõs many blanks left out like abuse of many chords from those entrusted to care for me, along 
with a birds eye view of law enforcement at my parents door every week because of constant fighting 
and drunkenness. It seemed like my world was sped up out of necessity and my education in òthe 
streetsó grew out of proportion. 
 

Itõs been a journey to say the least but the transparency of a life lived now as an open book is just 
whatõs needed to not only heal, but also used as a vehicle to help others of likeminded struggles heal as 
well.  
 

Thereõs a scripture that says, òIt is  good for me that I have been afflicted; that I might learn thy stat-
utes.ó Psalm 119:71 
 

In the same passage earlier itõs says, òBefore I was afflicted I went astray: but now have I kept thy 
word.ó Psalm 119:67 
 

I am so encouraged by these scriptures and many more like them. It not only speaks to my inner be-
ing, but it also prescribes to me that affliction although hard to bear whether involuntary or other-
wise, affliction has it benefits.  
 

Two points and I will close this letter.   
 

Affliction has the possibility to...  
 

Reorders your values...  
 

Iõve had the privilege to learn from many who have now mentored me and taken interest in me. Not 
only when I was much more together, but mostly when I was a mess. This is big for me because that 
lack of trust I had all my life has now taken on a new mantle of restored value in God, and the tre-
mendous value of the people He has exposed me to. òSomeone says to me all the time, itõs not neces-
sary to be the smartest man in the room. If so you might want to find another room. Iõve come to real-
ize the value of integrity in your relationships with others.  
 

I cherish the great possibilities of each new day and thatõs a far stretch from the younger man who 
seemed to sabotage any semblance of normalcy and progress.

Affliction has the possibility to...  
 

Reestablishes your purpose...  
 

One thing in closing that has happened for me is a selflessness that says somebody might need what 
you have. Someone might need to hear your story... someone might need you to share your struggles... 
and heal in your hope. You see I havenõt arrived by no means, yet my hope is built on nothing less. 
Yes, God has done, is doing, and will do great things in my life. Iõm far from perfect by a long shot, but 
Iõm alive because of His Grace, and His Divine Purpose. 
 

Iõm fulfilled to know that maybe someone might read this and know that it may get dark, it may 
seem bleak, and you may even be afflicted. But know one thing according to these scriptures...

A Work in Progress  
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Dear Neighbor,  
 
The  school shooting at Marjory Stoneman Douglas HS in Parkland, FL has shaken 
me.  I am just as moved as I was after the Sandy Hook killing of elementary 
school students 5 years ago.  This unfathomable violence has followed me to FL.   It 
is bad luck to be caught in the line of fire, but we citizens are all targets.  
 
I was a college professor and high school teacher in New Jersey for 12 
years.   Many teachers, at some point in their career, are subject to student 
threats.  Ask any teacher.   All of us can point to a handful of past students who 
we felt could have thought the same way as Mr. Cruz - revenge for all the insults 
he believes he has endured while at the school. We now have to ask ourselves who 
among that handful of students could be capable of planning and carrying out 
such an execution of willful and random violence.  
  
While Congress and State legislators are usually  hamstrung on what to do, people 
at or close to a school should be thinking about solutions.  The proposal to bring in 
armed guards, or to  train teachers to shoot and allow them to bring in weapons, 
would be a mistake.  Using teachers as gunmen is ludicrous, and the presence of 
visibly -armed guards is off -putting, at best. It is dangerous to think that meeting 
fire -with -fire is the way to go when civilians are present. Police  try to not put citi-
zens at risk if they have alternative means to control the situation, such as hos-
tage negotiations, smoke or noise infiltration, sharpshooters, etc.  More guns bring 
more bullets, more injuries, and more deaths.  
  
Look, there is very little that could be done once an out -of -control shooter is on the 
premises without creating more problems and deaths. Clearly, the only way public 
places  and schools could  be relatively safe is if guns and potential shooters stay 
miles apart.  Here are my recommendations to lawmakers to help do this:  
  
    (1) Children should not have guns. They are not ready for the responsibility, 
unless totally trained and controlled (e.g. while in military service).  
    (2) Many others should not have access to guns either. Besides the obvious 
(convicted felons, gang members, mentally ill patients, dishonorably discharged 
veterans, people on terrorist watch lists or no fly lists, people who have posted 
threats on social media), judges should have the right to suspend gun licenses and 
take guns away from those who have verbally threatened others (e.g., those under 
restraining orders).  
    (3) Civilians should not own automatic weapons, nor the means to create such 
weapons. The second amendment was written when muskets shot 3 bullets per 
minute and handguns held 6 bullets.  
    (4) If I had my way, I would carry that ban to semi -automatic weapons, but at 
a minimum, semi -automatic magazines should be limited in size (typical 10 round 
magazine) with extended time  to replace a spent magazine with a new one.  This 
might give time for people to tackle the intruder or get the hell away.  
  
Of course there may be other measures which would also help keep us safe. While I 
realize that people kill people, I would rather have a knife coming at me than an 
AR -15. Maybe that's just me.   So, I sign petitions to lawmakers.   I now do business 
at the stores that have taken a gun control stand (e.g, I went into Dickõs Sporting 
Goods, bought some items, and told the manager and every employee I could that I 
was shopping there because they are removing semi -automatics from their 
stores).
